KNOW YOUR MOSELEY HISTORY - By Ewart Patrick 

 
 

 

 

NIGEL HORTON AND THE 1977 BRITISH LIONS. 
 
 
Having played in all of Englandôs international matches during 1976/77 Moseley captain Nigel 
Horton was selected for Phil Bennettôs British Isles tour party, which visited New Zealand and 
Fiji during the summer of 1977. Also making the trip was Welsh forward Terry Cobner, who 
had made a guest appearance for Moseley, during the 1960s, when a member of the Walsall 
club. 
 
Both Horton and Cobner were selected for the tourôs opening game, at Masterton, against 
Wairarapa-Bush but during training prior to the match Horton suffered a stomach muscle 
twinge and had to withdraw from the session. He was, however, able to take his place in the 
Lions team, which won by 41 points to 13. His bad luck continued, however, because, in the 
29th minute he was forced to leave the field with concussion and was kept in hospital for 
observation. Two of the Lionsô eight tries in this match were scored by Cobner.  
 
Having undergone a course of treatment that included several swimming sessions, which 
would have been no problem for the water polo playing Horton, the Moseley forward made a 
rapid recovery and was able to join Terry Cobner in the side for the British Islesô fourth tour 
match, against Taranaki, in New Plymouth, which the tourists won 21-13. Horton then sat out 
the British Islesô big win over King Country-Wanganui and reappeared, under Cobnerôs 
captaincy, in the encounter with Manawatu-Horowhenua, at Palmerston North. The match did 
not start well for the tourists with captain Cobner having to be replaced due to a mouth injury 
a few minutes after the start and by half time the Lions were trailing 4-12, however, they 
fought back strongly in the second half and ran out victors by 18 points to 12.  
 
Horton was selected for the next match, against Otago, in Dunedin, but his bad luck with 
injuries resurfaced in the 34th minute, when he broke a thumb and had to be replaced. The 
tourists narrowly defeated their hosts by 12 points to seven but failed to score a try. Horton 
was expected to be out for a month and therefore Bill Beaumont was summoned from 
England as a replacement. Generously the New Zealand Rugby Union invited Nigel Horton to 
remain with the tour as their guest whatever the outcome of his injury, however, having given 
it some thought he decided to return home following the first Test, which the Lions lost. The 
Lions went on to win one and lose two of the remaining three Test matches and their final 
overall record was played 26, won 21 and lost five. In all Nigel Horton made four appearances 
and Terry Cobner played in 11 games and scored three tries.  
 
Following the Lionsô tour Horton moved to France where he played for the Stade Toulousain 
club. During his time at The Reddings he won a total of 13 England caps which equalled the 
record for the most England caps won by a player while at Moseley originally set by J.F. 
Byrne and later matched by John Finlan. By the end of his playing career Nigel Horton had 
won a total of 20 international caps, which, at that stage, made him the most capped player 
ever to play for Moseley.
