1st XV NEWS 
 

Moseley on the march in style thanks to Kevin Maggs 
by Brian Dick, Birmingham Post 

 
Only the passage of time will determine whether the 2011-12 
Championship season turned out to be a pivotal one in club 
history or just the latest chapter in Moseley‟s never-ending 
battle to retain their second tier status. 
 
Last summer‟s appointment of Kevin Maggs as head coach, 
after the seven-year tenure of Ian Smith, undoubtedly 
changed the atmosphere and inched the club forward in terms 
of results. 
 
Eleventh in February last year, became tenth this, five regular 
season wins became six and 29 points became 33. Not 
startling but undoubtedly a move in the right direction. 
 
 He also weaned the Red and Blacks off their set-piece reliant 
playing ethos and while his creation didn‟t exactly take to the 
wing in every game, there were several fledgling flights that 
promised more expansive times ahead. 
 

In 2010-11, Smith‟s Moseley scored just 43 tries in 22 regular season games, Maggs‟s men 
managed 48. They also had three players listed in the league‟s top 25 try scorers as opposed to

none the previous year. 
 
Under Maggs, Moseley retained their ability to frustrate, so characteristic of their dour 2010-11 
campaign, but also developed an ability to delight and – particularly in the first third of their 
programme – some of their play sparkled. 
 
In one respect therefore, evolving a more attractive and ambitious style, Moseley have taken 
several steps forward in the last eight months. 
 
As far as the pre-season aim of finishing in the top eight, however, they remained resolutely 
anchored in Pool C. Indeed their pretensions of making the promotion play-offs were already 
subterranean before the end of 2011, when London Scottish boxed their ears on December 26. 
 
But the largely intangible impression that Moseley are closer to the mid-table than the bottom is 
inescapable. Maggs‟s first year in charge has undoubtedly been positive and – on the field – 
exactly what the club needed. 
 
The former Ireland international has been largely upbeat, in public at least, and the hours he 
has put in at the club have set an example where one was needed. 
 
The odd half-time rollicking has not gone amiss either and some of the second halves have 
been as outstanding as some first halves have been poor. Never more so than a couple of 
weeks ago when Scottish led 17-5 only to be put through the Moseley mincer. 

 
Maggs also deserves credit for his part in adjusting the team‟s tactics 
going into the play-offs when Moseley became far more direct and 
accepted they needed to go through their bottom four opponents before 
going round them. 
 
He sacrificed the greater width offered by authentic winger Billy Robinson 
on the altar of expediency that saw Ollie Thomas and his imperious right 
boot shoe-horned into the side. Thomas‟s almost flawless goal-kicking, he 
ended the play-offs with 82 per cent accuracy, justified the shift of 
emphasis and loss of balance. 

 
And the fact the club‟s forwards responded helped no end. Some that barely perspired for the 
first six months, inspired for the last two and in no-one was the transformation more marked 
than Colin Quigley. 
 
When first Tom Warren and then Craig Voisey had their seasons ended prematurely by injury, 
there were a few private fears that the Moseley scrum would return to being the Achilles Heel it 
had been in the first ten games. 
 
A failure to adequately replace Nathan Williams and Terry Sigley cost Mose dear in the first half 
of the season and it was only when Warren and Voisey stabilised the set-piece at the end of 
October that concern subsided. 
 
It says much for Marshall Gadd and Quigley that the Mose scrum didn‟t just survive but thrived 
as they broke the Esher and Scottish front rows into their constituent parts. Whoever remains 
next term, though, must be a prop for all the season and not merely the contract season. 
 
Otherwise Maggs‟s recruitment, if indeed it was Maggs‟s and not Smith‟s, was largely 
successful. 
 
Robinson and Brad Hunt brought more of a cutting edge to the wide channels and both finished 
with respectable try hauls, five and seven respectively. 



 
But it was the 
addition of Greg 
King at centre that 
did most to fortify 
the outside 
defence and 
straighten the 
attack. I still have 
in my mind‟s eye 
the collision 

between him and Cornish Pirates‟ Drew Locke in the first match. 
 
King ran straight at his opposite number, disappeared for a split second and then burst out of 
Locke‟s rear end having literally run through the former Coventry midfielder. King continued on 
his merry way while Locke left for A&E. 
 
And inside him Andy Reay played a real captain‟s innings. Having been first invigorated by the 
responsibility of leadership in last year‟s play-offs, he continued to lead from the front and would 
have been a worthy leading try scorer. 
 
For me his highlight was his assist of King‟s try against Bristol when he 
powered through three tackles on halfway and made it to the visitors‟ 22 
before freeing his partner. 
 
However, the leading scorer accolade fittingly went to Michael Ellery 
who wasn‟t actually a new signing but felt like one after a poor first 
season in Red and Black. The young No.8 worked hard in the off-season 
and made a sensational statement of intent with a long distance try 
against Pirates. Then he did it again, and again and again.

Reay down to play second row. 
 
Thankfully, Moseley managed to sort themselves out before kick-off but by the end of the match 
things had gone awry again.

West Midlands Police Retain British Police Cup 
From the RFU‟s Website 
 

West Midlands Police retained the British Police Cup by beating the Police 
Service of Northern Ireland 15-6 in this evening‟s final at Stourbridge‟s 
Stourton Park. 
 
It was a matched shaped by the grim weather conditions with heavy 
showers and numbing cold making handling difficult and reducing the 
pitch to a mudbath. 
 
Both sides produced a competitive and feisty contest which turned into a 
kicking duel between the fly halves. 
 

Chris Scott, who plays his Saturday rugby for Midlands Three West South champions Earlsdon, 
landed five penalties for West Midlands with Mark Crothers responding with two for PSNI. 
 
Scott kicked four penalties in the first half when West Midlands had a stiff downfield wind at their 
backs which helped them to open up a 12-3 lead. 
 
The experience of Moseley lock Richard Stott, who came on as replacement at half time, 
helped the holders through a testing second half. 
 
It was the third time in four seasons that West Midlands had won the competition and the fourth 
time in all. 
 
Their first success came in 2000 when they beat the PSNI, then the Royal Ulster Constabulary, 
at Coventry. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
KNOW YOUR MOSELEY HISTORY - By Ewart Patrick 
 

Christopher Newton-Thompson 
 

Christopher Lawton Newton-Thompson was born on 14th February 1919 in Kensington, to 
South African parents his father being a judge of the Supreme Court in Cape Town. His mother, 
Joyce, was a member of the Nettlefold family whose company was later part of G.K.N., was 
related to the Chamberlain political dynasty and became the first woman mayor of Cape Town. 
 
After attending the famous rugby school Diocesan College, Rondebosch Newton-Thompson, in 
1937, went up to St. John‟s College, Cambridge to read engineering. He won Blues in that year 
and also in the following year. A second row forward, Newton-Thompson was heavy but fast 
and was able to leap higher in the line out than any university side had previously seen. 
 



In December 1938 he was selected for the Probables side in the second England trial match 
against the Possibles at Bridgwater but this did not lead to a full England cap in that season‟s 
international matches. 
 
While at Cambridge he also turned out for the university cricket side and, in 1939, after scoring 
75 in the Seniors Trial he was selected to play against the touring West Indians, his only first-
class match, scoring eight in each innings. One of the tourists was the famous Learie 
Constantine whose slower ball Newton-Thompson hit for six. However, his moment of glory was 
short-lived, as he never saw the next ball! He did, however, take the catch, which dismissed 
George Headley for 103. 
 
He was elected Cambridge University rugby captain in 1939 and played in two wartime 
University Matches in that year and in 1940. During the same season he represented England 
in two „Red Cross‟ internationals against Wales at Cardiff and at Gloucester both of which were 
won by England. 
 
Later in the war he also appeared for England in three „Services‟ internationals, against 
Scotland and Wales in 1941/42 and against Scotland in the following season. The first two of 
these games resulted in English defeats and the latter in a victory. His brother, John, later won 
two full England caps in 1947. 
 
Following the outbreak of war Newton-Thompson was called up initially to the Duke of 
Wellington‟s Regiment before his battalion was mechanised and transferred to the Royal 
Armoured Corps.  
 
He rose to the rank of major and commanded a squadron of tanks during the North African 
campaign and then in Italy. His eldest brother, Mark, was killed in action at Tobruk during the 
former campaign.  
 
During the latter part of the Italian Campaign, near Rimini, his tank was hit and radio 
communications were severed. The only way in which he could continue to lead the crews 
under his command was by running from tank to tank. During this brave action he was hit by 
shrapnel and badly wounded in the leg and although the leg was saved he was left with a 
permanent limp. Newton-Thompson‟s gallantry earned him the Military Cross. 
 
During the early 1950s Moseley pioneered organised coaching at first class level and through 
his links with former Moseley captain, Jim Parsons, a teammate at Cambridge and in one 
„Services‟ international, Newton-Thompson was asked to take on the role of non-playing coach. 
Unfortunately he was somewhat ahead of his time and the seriousness with which he took the 
role offended some senior players.  
 
Later in the 1950s he returned to South Africa and moved to Johannesburg where he imported 
goods from Britain. He was bitterly opposed to the apartheid system of racial segregation and 
he resisted it whenever and wherever he could. He became a leading member of the 
Progressive Party and served as a Johannesburg city councillor for 17 years. 
 
Despite moving to South Africa Newton-Thompson maintained his interest in Midlands cricket 
and was particularly associated with the Rowington club in Warwickshire as were Jim Parsons 
and 1920s Moseley player and future president Ralph Orcutt. In 1958 along with Parsons and 
B. Lang Newton-Thompson presented the club with a bell for signalling the start of play and two 
years later he donated £30 to help with ground improvements. 
 
Following the closure of the St. Peter‟s school for black children in Johannesburg Newton-
Thompson, in 1963, together with the former St. Peter‟s headmaster, Michael Stern and others, 
started a multi-racial, multi-faith school at Waterford, just over the South African border, in 
Swaziland. He later, with other friends founded a similar school in Botswana. 
 
He backed this school for 40 years finding donations and persuading Richard later Lord 
Attenborough to become its chairman in Britain. The school‟s information technology centre is 



named in Newton-Thompson‟s honour. Among the school‟s pupils were the children of 
President Nelson Mandela and Archbishop Desmond Tutu together with actor Richard E. Grant. 
 
Christopher Newton-Thompson died in South Africa on 29th January 2002 at the age of 82. He 
was survived by his wife Philippa, who he married in 1951, and by a daughter.

North Midlands coach Scott Bemand has promised not to compromise on his side's attacking 
style as they attempt to win the County Championship Bill Beaumont 
Cup. 
 
Bemand, a former England tourist who played as scrum-half for 
Moseley, Harlequins, Leicester Tigers and Bath during a distinguished 
playing career, took charge of North Midlands last season and guided 
them to promotion in his first season in charge. 
 
He now hopes to follow up by winning the Bill Beaumont Cup but has 
promised to do so by continuing to play an expansive brand of rugby. 
 
"How did we play last season? I think we under-performed but there 
have been lessons learnt from that," Bemand said. 
 
"Perhaps we were guilty of trying to over-play on occasions against sides that were more 
attritional and who were not selected from such a wide variety of clubs as we were. 
 
"But our ethos this year remains the same. We are going to go out there and try to play. There 
will be no compromise in the way we play.
